“Living Wisely in the End Times” 
 
When we hear the words “the end of the world,” our first reac-
tion is often fear. We think of destruction, war, natural disas-
ters, or death. But the truth is, the “end times” are not meant to 
terrify us — they are meant to purify us and prepare us. Every 
generation of believers has lived in “end times,” because from 
the Resurrection of Jesus onward, history is always moving to-
ward its fulfillment in Him. 
 
How do we live as people of the end times? 
Stay awake spiritually. Not in fear, but in faith. Examine your 
heart often. 
Be faithful in little things. As St. Paul reminds the Thessaloni-
ans, holiness begins in daily work, patience, and service. 
Be a witness. Jesus said, “This will be your opportunity to 
bear witness.” In your words, kindness, and courage, you pro-
claim that Christ reigns. 
Keep hope alive. When the world grows dark, the light of a 
hopeful Christian shines even brighter. 
 
The “end” is coming — yes — but for us, that means the com-
ing of the Lord, not the coming of destruction. Our destiny is 
not death but resurrection. Our future is not chaos but commun-
ion with God. So let us not fear the end times, but live ready: 
with faith that endures, hope that never fails, and love that con-
quers all. Because when Christ returns, He will not ask how 
much we feared, but how much we loved.

A Bible group study leader says to his group, “What would you do if you knew you only 
had four weeks left before the great Judgment Day?” A gentleman says, ”I would go out 
into my community and minister the Gospel to those that have not yet accepted the Lord 
into their lives.” “Very good!” says the group leader. One lady speaks up and says enthusi-
astically, “I would dedicate all of my remaining time to serving God, my family, my 
church, and my fellow man with a greater conviction.” “That's wonderful!” the group lead-

er comments. One gentleman in the back finally speaks up loudly and says, “I would go to my mother-in-laws 
house for the four weeks.” The group leader asks, “Why your mother-in-law’s home?” “Because that will 
make it the longest four weeks of my life!” 



Day of the Lord:  The central theme of this Sun-
day’s readings is “The Day of the Lord” or the 
“Second Coming” of Jesus in glory, as Judge, at 
the end of the world. The readings warn us about 
the final days of the world, our own death, and 
the final judgment. Prophet Malachi, in the first 
reading, foretells this Day, which will bring heal-

ing and reward for the just and punishment in fire for the “proud and all 
evil doers.” Although St. Paul expected that Jesus would return during his lifetime, he cautions the Thessalo-
nians, in the second reading, against idleness in anticipating the end of the world. Paul advises the Thessaloni-
ans that the best preparation for welcoming Jesus in his “Second Coming” is to keep working and doing one’s 
duties faithfully, as he did. This Sunday’s Gospel passage underlines the truth that the date of the end of the 
world is uncertain. Signs and portents will precede the end, and the Christians will be called upon to testify 
before kings and governors. The Good News is that those who persevere in faithfulness to the Lord will save 
their souls and enter God’s eternal kingdom. We make this preparation by trying to do God’s will every day, 
leading holy lives of selfless love, trust in God, mercy, compassion, and unconditional forgiveness.  

The theater is on fire: The Danish philosopher, Søren Kierkegaard, tells the parable of a 
theater where a variety show is proceeding. Each act is more fantastic than the last, and 
each is applauded by the audience. Suddenly the manager appears on the stage, apologiz-
ing for the interruption.  He announces at the top of his voice that the theater is on fire, 
and begs his patrons to leave the theatre immediately, without causing a commotion. The 
spectators think that it is the most amusing turn of the evening, and cheer thunderously. 
The manager again feverishly implores them to leave the burning building, and he is 
again applauded vigorously. At last, he can do no more. The fire races through the whole 
building engulfing the fun-loving audience with it. “And so,” concludes Kierke-
gaard, “will our age, I sometimes think, go down in fiery destruction to the applause of a 

crowded house of cheering spectators”. Today’s readings warn us about a similar fate if we are not well pre-
pared when the “Day of the Lord” dawns quite unexpectedly, marking the end of the world. 

Teeth will be provided: Grandma told her little grandson: “Be a good boy. At the end 
of the world all the disobedient and bad people will be cast into fiery hell where there 
will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.” The little boy raised an intelligent doubt. 
“Grandma, you don’t have any teeth and you always quarrel with others. How would 
you gnash your teeth when you are cast into hell?” Grandma replied: “You naughty 
boy, don’t you know that teeth will be provided in hell.”
